After holding
that position for about 10 years, he retired in September, 1929. He
was a rrequent attende@ at Holy Trinity Church, and during his later
years, was secretary of the Parochial Church council, a post he retained
up to the last. Although his work was in Bolton, he could not be
persuaded to leave the district of his boyhood, and it is in the church-
yeapd of St, Mark's, Worsley, that his remains are to be interre tomorrow
(saturday).
