Thomas and Amy had another son, Gilbert, who was baptised at St. Mark's on 2 September 1903 (born 

6 June), about 2 months after his birth on 6 June 1903. The home address was 9 Worsley Road and the 

father's occupation was Carrier's Agent. 

 

All the 4 children mentioned in the census above were baptised on the same day at St. Mark's on 7 

August 1894. Caroline was born on 18 March 1881; Thomas Arthur on 22 August 1882; Edith
